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Seeing the unhealthy 
interpersonal relationships 

among the Jewish expatriate 
believers of first century, James 
is addressing the issue of 
conflicts and quarrels prevailed 
among them. He analyses the 
cause of conflicts, identify the 
consequences of conflict and 
prescribes the cure for conflicts.
Conflicts are inevitable because 
of man’s fallen nature. Conflict 
initiated by Lucifer with Almighty 
God in pre-historic times, conflict 
in the Garden of Eden, conflict in 
the first family that ended up with 
Cain murdering his brother Abel, 
etc. are some of the snap shots 
of conflicts. Conflicts can happen 
when 2 or 3 are gathered together: 
In families, societies, churches, 
nations, between nations, in 
politics etc. 

Conflicts on earth are to stay 
until the sin problem is ultimately 
resolved with the advent of the 
New Earth and new Heaven. Even 
after the Millennial rule of Christ 
on earth we read the Gog Magog 
war waged against Christ and the 
godly. Christ directly fights the 
enemy and puts a permanent end 
to the rebellion orchestrated by 
Satan. Rev 20:8,9

In the meantime, if we can identify 
the root cause of conflicts, we can 
either manage them or try to avoid 
them or at least minimize them.

1.The genesis of conflicts
Essence of sin is selfishness. 
Human life was distorted to a 
different set of belief system, 
values and priorities with the Fall. 
Man believed in Satan’s lie rather 
than trusting in God’s word. Sin 
caused fear that they became 
afraid of their hitherto loving 
God. Fear caused Shame. They 
were ashamed of themselves. 
They began to cover up. That 
was the beginning of the Image 
Management Industry.
Shame caused insecurity that they 
hid themselves. Then the blame 
culture set in for the first time, 
by the sinner refusing to accept 
responsibility. Man’s attempts 
ever since became corrupted: To 
put the other down in order for him 
to feel good. Fights and quarrels 
ensued. First, the inner murdering 
of relationship, fellowship, love, 
peace, joy started and later ended 
up in physical cold blood murder.

2.The Flow path of 
conflicts and quarrels 
among believers
James 4:1-5. The scripture 
identifies that the origin of external 
conflict is internal conflict. It 

then flows down through the river 
bed of varied human responses 
and behaviors, the flow becoming 
deeper and wider downstream.
1. Wrongly placed desires battle 
within us with a consuming passion 
for self- gratification. Addictive self- 
love for pleasure is deep rooted. 
“ME first”philosophy in life creates 
disharmony in community living 
when someone encroached into 
another’s private space.
Man is controlled by his three 
pronged Ego needs: Desire to 
possess,Desire for pleasure, Desire 
to grab power. Unless these are 
kept under check or replaced with 

spiritual desires that please God, 
the believer in Christ may end up 
in spiritual ship wreck. Caught 
up in a spiritual hallucination, he 
attaches high values to the symbols 
of significance defined by the world 
system: What you own, where you 
live, what you wear, how you look, 
whom you know etc. This leads to 
lusting after the world and what it 
claims to provide. 
2. Lust (Strong, intensified and 
misplaced love) prompts action. 
Sinful craving to eat the forbidden 
fruit at any cost. His hedonistic 
pursuit of life declares that 
pleasure is the chief end of man. 
Mistaken by the glamorous images 
and neon illumination man is on 
detour and misguided for the wrong 
destination. In contrast, the third 
century Church father Augustine 
of Hippo announced that the chief 
end of man is to worship God and 
to enjoy Him forever. Alas,oh man 
of God, you are mesmerized by the 
Evil One!
3. Covet to possess what belongs to 
another often become the life style 
of such. Driven by emotion and 
not by reason,this often ends up 
in frustration due to not obtaining 
the hotly pursued desires. This 
results in sowing the seed bed of 
conflicts in human relationships 
and in rupturing the intimacy and 
fellowship with God. 
4. Reaction from the affected party 
leads to rebuttals, quarrels and 
conflicts.
5. Message of the Bible is that God 

is the ultimate source of pleasure. 
Only he can fully satisfy our 
needs- not any human beings. So 
it is better to ask him to meet our 
needs. But man is proud not to ask 
God. Instead, he makes a mess of 
his life by mellowing in quarrels 
and conflicts. Trying to get out, he 
may stuck himself in sinking sand 
and miry pit of deception.
6. May be in frustration he will 
ask God to intervene, but may ask 
amiss. Asking with wrong motives. 
Asking God to sign on the dotted 
line to satisfy his self-promoting 
desires instead of seeking God’s 
will and making it his own.

7. Because of man’s pride, he is 
not willing to change. He insists on 
seeking after worldly pleasures, 
leaving behind his spiritual 
heritage. He may succeed and 
eventually he may become a friend 
of the world which is enmity with 
God. Flirting with God’s enemy 
hurts God. His friendship with God 
is severed. This makes him to freely 
move away from the zone of God’s 
privileges and favors unknowingly. 
The pleasure he is gulping may 
intoxicate him for a season at 
a great cost of he becoming 
vulnerable to spiritual ailments, 
due to the absence of God’s hand 
of protection in his life. Spiritual 

viruses debilitate his inner man.  
The joy of salvation departed. God 
cannot tolerate the situation any 
more. Man’s adulterous behavior 

prompts God to put on battle gear 
against him. He wants to win him 
back because he is a jealous God. 
He will not allow his blood bought 
child to be mauled by the devil.
8. God’s love will not let him 
go. God pursues the runaway 
believer. In his frantic attempts 
to escape the chasing God he may 
receive a few cuts and bruises 
and pains and losses. God will 
not stop until he is brought to 
his side. God is a persistent 
chaser like the hunting hound. 
Therefore, it is always wise for 
man to change gear, slow down, 
turn around and run back to God 
who is always ready with open 
hands to welcome him home.

	 That’s the 
kind of faith 
we have to 
use to re-
ceive sal-
vation. We 
have to be-
lieve in God 
we have not seen and believe that our sins 
are forgiven which we can’t prove by natural 
means, so where do we get this supernatu-
ral faith? Romans 10:17 says “So, then faith 

comes by hearing, and hearing by the word of 
God”.

The more you know about faith and now it 
works, the better it will work for you. People 

would eventually see results if they just kept try-
ing but they give up easily because they do not 
believe they don’t have that what it takes. This 
is not true. The Lord has given us everything we 
need including all the faith we need. We just 
need to acknowledge it and learn the laws that 
given the operation of God’s faith.

People at all times had the 
practice of investing in some form 
of securities. Today also, almost 
everyone invests in some sort 
of secure deposits or securities 
which they regard as their assets 
in times of need or emergency 
or even as security in the retired 
life. Besides this, they may hoard 
these assets for enjoyment and 
luxurious indulgence here on 
earth. The Bible also talks about 
investments but on a wholly 
different approach. 

Jesus said, “lay up for yourselves 
treasures in heaven” (Matt. 
6:20). He connected this with the 
actual desire of our hearts, “For 
where your treasure is, there 
your heart will be also” (Matt. 
6:21). He instructed not to lay 
up treasures on earth, which 
are destroyed by moth, rust, and 
stolen by thieves (Matt. 6:19). 
The worldly-minded people are 
busy laying up treasures on this 
earth. Unfortunately, many of the 
believers also who are worldly 
in their thinking are so focussed 
on accumulating things on this 
earth that they miss the focus on 
eternity altogether.

When God and His Kingdom are 
our priority, we will focus and 
commit our resources – our time, 
money, talents, professions, 
possessions – on expanding His 
Kingdom in the world. Paul said 
in 1 Cor. 10:31, “do all to the glory 
of God.” He also encourages 
servants of the Lord that God 
has an eternal reward for those 
who serve Christ, “whatever you 
do, do it heartily, as to the Lord 
and not to men, knowing that 
from the Lord you will receive the 
reward of the inheritance” (Col. 
3:23-24). 

When we live and give 
sacrificially for Jesus so as to 
bless the Body of Christ, we are 
storing up treasures in heaven 
(Matt. 10:41-42). Small acts of 

service may be unnoticed by men, 
but God will take note of them. 

When believers are persecuted 
(physically, emotionally, financially, 
etc.) for the sake of Christ, they 
can be sure that their reward in 
heaven will be great. Jesus said, 
“Blessed are you when they revile 
and persecute you, and say all 
kinds of evil against you falsely 
for My sake. Rejoice and be 
exceedingly glad, for great is your 
reward in heaven” (Matt. 5:11-12). 
This is possible only if one has the 
right vision as seen in Matt. 6:21. 
This was seen in the life of Moses 
mentioned specifically in Heb. 
11:24-26. Is your vision in line with 
the Bible?

Selfless lifestyle is a crucial 
element which is seriously lacking 
in many professing believers. 
Jesus said, “love your enemies, do 
good, and lend, hoping for nothing 
in return; and your reward will be 
great, and you will be sons of the 
Most High” (Luke 6:35). Contrast 
this with the selfish lifestyle about 
which Jesus says in Luke 12:15-
21. Jesus calls the man in this 
passage a fool, who works and 
stores up wealth and treasure for 
himself in this world alone and not 
rich in the eyes of God. It would be 
wise to note when Jesus says that 
a man’s life is not assessed by the 
things that he possesses. It is the 
condition of the heart that matters 
and the biblical perspective that 
makes a person rich in God’s 
eyes.

There are those who give money, 
pray, fast, and do spiritual 
exercises coveting the praise 
of men rather than seeking the 
glory of God. Some who are 
blessed with spiritual gifts might 
be tempted to use their gifts for 
their own glory. Jesus says that 
such people have their reward in 
full here and now (Matt. 6:1-4, 5-6, 
16-18). Our focus shouldn’t be 
on the applause of men here on 
earth, but on God’s glory,knowing 

that our heavenly Father will 
reward us.

Putting God number one in life is 
the central tenet in the Christian 
walk. In Matt. 19:16-30, Jesus talks 
about a man who loved his money 
more than God. The problem was 
not that the man was rich but that 
he treasured his riches more than 
God Himself. He loved the gifts 
more than the Giver. When Jesus 
said to the man, “If you want to be 
perfect, go, sell what you have and 
give to the poor, and you will have 
treasure in heaven; and come, 
follow Me” (Matt. 19:21), he went 
away sorrowful because he had 
great possessions. He gave more 
importance and preference for 
the treasures of this world rather 
than the treasure in heaven. He 
was not willing to make Jesus 
his treasure. The man was very 
religious in obeying many of the 
commandments (Matt. 19:18-
20), but Jesus exposed his heart 
of greed and materialism. Is God 
really number one in your life?

A stern warning not to lose our 
full reward by following after false 
teachers is given in 2 John 1:7-
9. This is why it is so important 
to be in God’s Word daily (2 Tim. 
2:15). This is the only way we can 
recognise false teaching when 
we hear it. The more we are 
acquainted with the truth in God’s 
Word, the easier it is to discern 
the truth from false teachings. It 
is good to remember that the Lord 
had commanded the Israelites to 
obey and walk in all the ways 
that the Lord had commanded 
them, and they were not 
supposed to turn from 
them even by the slightest 
margin (Deut. 5:32-33). 
Though the Israelites 
initially agreed to do so, 
they later transgressed 
against the Lord’s ways 
which resulted in God’s 
wrath burning against them.

Honouring the Lord with 
our wealth through faithful 
stewardship is also storing 
up treasure in heaven. 1 Tim. 
6:17-19 says, “Command those 
who are rich in this present age 
not to be haughty, nor to trust 
in uncertain riches but in the 
living God, who gives us richly 
all things to enjoy. Let them do 
good, that they be rich in good 
works, ready to give, willing to 
share, storing up for themselves 
a good foundation for the time to 
come, that they may lay hold on 
eternal life.”

The heavenly treasures that 
await the child of God will far 
outweigh the earthly troubles, 
inconvenience, or persecution 
we may face (Rom. 8:18). We can 
serve the Lord wholeheartedly, 
knowing that God is the One 
keeping a record, and His 
reward will be richly gracious. Be 
reminded of 1 Cor. 15:58 which 
says, “Be steadfast, immovable, 
always abounding in the work 
of the Lord, knowing that your 
labour is not in vain in the Lord.” 
May the Lord help us to store up 
lasting treasures in heaven.

We can confess our sins 
every day, one by one or all 
together, but, it is not our 
confession of our sins that 
makes us righteous before 
God; it is what Jesus Christ 
accomplished on the cross 
that makes us righteous. It's 
absolutely fine to confess if 
you sin, but let us not for a 
moment think that our words 
can keep us holy. In fact, "We 
know that anyone born of 
God does not continue to 
sin; the One who was born 
of God keeps them safe, and 
the evil one cannot harm 
them. 1 John 5:18". Let us 
fix our hearts on what Christ 
has already done for us and 
continues to do in us, so we 
can enjoy the abundant life 
filled with goodness, and not 
live focusing on our mistakes. 
When we focus on what God 
does through us, our worldly 
acts have less of a chance 
to set us back. We can go 

forward confidently only if we 
trust that God is able to keep 
us holy- we cannot do it. 
We are sinful people on our 
own, but we are not on our 
own and God in His grace has 
chosen to make us righteous 
through Christ. Let us focus on 
this new creation that God has 
turned us into. Apart from God 
living in us, we are not worthy. 
It is Jesus Christ who is our 
ongoing intercessor- "My dear 
children, I write this to you 
so that you will not sin. But if 
anybody does sin, we have an 
advocate with the Father—
Jesus Christ, the Righteous 
One. 1 John 2:1". 

By all means, confess your sins, 
but that's not our purpose for 
what God has called us to do. 
When we accepted the gift of 
salvation, God entered into 
us and continually lives in 
us. We cannot go on sinning 
and confessing. "No one who 

lives in him keeps on sinning. 
No one who continues to sin 
has either seen him or known 
him. 1 John 3:6". God has 
dealt with the condition of sin 
through the cross, and now 
that we have Christ living in 
us, we ought to live with the 
active knowledge that we 
have been made righteous by 
his blood, and not to rely on 
our words of confession. This 
knowledge allows us to thrive 
in a wonderful relationship 
with God, without guilt and 
worthlessness weighing us 
down. 

We are dominated by 
righteousness, not sin- "Do 
not offer any part of yourself 
to sin as an instrument of 
wickedness, but rather offer 
yourselves to God as those 
who have been brought from 
death to life; and offer every 
part of yourself to him as an 
instrument of righteousness. 

Romans 6:13". Yes, let us 
continually offer ourselves to 
God so he can use us. When 
we begin to acknowledge 
that it is God working in us 
to keep us holy, and through 
us to reach out to the world, 
we begin to trust in his work 
and not in our efforts.

Bottom line, let us confess 
what Christ has done and 
who he is, which will build 
us up as spiritually useful 
vessels for God, instead 
of focusing on sin, which 
should have no power over 
us.

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Salvation is being saved from 
the righteous judgment of God 
upon the sinner. A lot of people 
think that salvation means 
being saved from yourself or the 
devil. But that is not accurate. 
All who have sinned against 
God are under the judgment of 
God. This judgment is known 
as damnation where God 
condemns to eternal hell all 
those who have offended Him 
by breaking His Law. This does 
not mean that God is unfair. It 
shows that God is holy. God 
must punish the sinner. But, He 
has provided a way of escape 
so that people will not face His 
righteous judgment. This means 
that God is both holy and loving. 
He must manifest each quality 
equally. So, being saved from the 
wrath of God is called salvation. 
Salvation is found in Jesus, and 
only in Jesus, who is God in 
flesh (John 1:1, 14), and who 
died for our sins and rose from 
the dead.  1 Cor. 15:1-4 says . . .  
 15:1 Moreover, brethren, I 
declare unto you the gospel 
which I preached unto you, 
which also ye have received, 

and wherein ye stand;15:2 By 
which also ye are saved, if ye keep 
in memory what I preached unto 
you, unless ye have believed in 
vain;15:3 For I delivered unto you 
first of all that which I also received, 
how that Christ died for our sins 
according to the scriptures;15:4 
And that he was buried, and 
that he rose again the third 
day according to the scriptures 
This is how salvation works:-  All 
of us have sinned against God 
and deserve judgment.  But Jesus 
never sinned (1 Pet. 2:22). He lived 
the Law of God perfectly.  In this He 
have a perfectly righteous standing 
before God.  When the corrupt 
Jewish leaders forced Rome's 
hand into crucifying Jesus, God 
used this crucifixion as the means 
to place the sins of the world upon 
Jesus (1 Pet. 2:24; 1 John 2:2). 
This is when Jesus became sin 
on our behalf.  2 Cor. 5:21 says, 
"He made Him who knew no 
sin to be sin on our behalf, 
that we might become the 
righteousness of God in Him." 
The crucifixion became the place 
where Jesus bore our sins in His 
body and suffered in our place."But 

He was pierced through for our 
transgressions, He was crushed 
for our iniquities; The chastening 
for our well-being fell upon Him, 
and by His scourging we are 
healed," (Isaiah 53:5).  Remember, 
no sinner could please God 
perfectly and no sinner could offer 
a perfect sacrifice to God. Only 
God in flesh, Jesus, could do that. 
So, since there is nothing we can 
do that is righteous before God 
(Isaiah 64:6 says our righteous 
deeds are filthy rags), then we 
cant please an infinitely holy 
and righteous God by anything 
we do. But, Jesus who is 
perfectly righteous before God 
the Father, died in our place.  
What we could not do, He did. 
If you want to escape the righteous 
judgment of God, then you need to 
trust in the sacrifice of God. You 
need to be made right before God, 
by God.  This righteousness of 
Christ is given to you if you accept 
him, trust in Him, and believe in 
what Jesus did.  This is why the 
Bible says that we are saved by 
grace through faith.  "For by grace 
you have been saved through 
faith; and that not of yourselves, 

it is the gift of God," (Eph. 2:8). 
When you trust in what Christ 
has done on the cross, and in 
no works of your own (since they 
aren't good enough anyway),then 
the righteousness of Christ is 
given to you -- even as your sins 
were "given" to Jesus.  It's like 
a trade.  He gets your sin.  You 
get His righteousness. Once you 
trusted in what Christ has done, 
then you possess eternal life and 
you will never face the judgment 
of God. “My sheep hear My 
voice, and I know them, and they 
follow Me; 28 and I give eternal 
life to them, and they shall never 
perish; and no one shall snatch 
them out of My hand," (John 
10:27-28)
